     Men of Unity met June 5, 2010. Tom Long will now    
assume responsibility for this group, assisted by myself.  The 
Men of Unity have decided to establish a transportation fund 
for those in need of help getting to church. We have come to 
realize that the Men of Unity should take more  responsibility 
in church activities; two areas being neglected are fundraising 
and leadership. We applaud and recognize that our church 
has such capable women in areas of responsibility but we 
need more ideas and help from the men.  
    The board realizes we have neglected to give the   mem-
bership adequate information on funding, this will be 
changed.  
    Be it known, Christ Church Unity has no income except 
personal contributions. We currently have 318 church    
members; our general fund budget is $5109.00 per week. This 
covers what we feel is an adequate program of instruction. 
To maintain the current programs each member is            
responsible for about $16.07 per week, or about $70.00 per 
month. Through the first 5 months of this year our giving 
has averaged about $63.55 per member per month, a shortfall 
of $6.45 per member per month. However these figures   
include giving from non-members as well as members.    
Contributions from non-members should be what we use for 
cushion and for future needs.  Personally I have increased my 
giving again by $20 per month to help with the shortfall. 
Have you overlooked income from which you may be able to 
increase your giving? I have; and I will now be investing in our 
church from this income in addition to my previous tithing.   
    We are serious about providing adequate space and ser-
vices for the coming years. Land and a building we can start 
from will cost upwards of $3.5 million. I feel we must be-
come more active in funding this project. We currently have 
$326,000 in assets and $500,000 in real estate.  This figure of 
$826,000 does not compare with $3,500,000 which we feel 
we need to raise in the next couple of years. What can you do 
to share this load?
